Show Rules
All classes will berununde rules as designaed in the current AQHA Rulebook. Thisis available on

lineat http://www.agha.com. Competitors are responsible for knowing the rules of their divisions
and classes.

Show Procedures

Classes begin promptly at 8:00 am each day, unless otherwise poged by Show Management no later
than 6:00 p.m. theday before the show. For those competitors showing in hdter and showmanship,
please be aware tha many hdter (especially stallion) classes may have no entries, and will be canceled.
Halter gddingsshould plan to show at 8:00am, followed by hdter mares. Please beready to enter your
classwhen it iscalled. Generally, the next class will enter thearenaas the previousclass placingsare
announed. A dtrict gate policy will be used to keep classes moving, in orde tha the show day endsin
areasonable time frame. If you have atack or rider change please let show management and/or the
gae pason know as soonas you are aware of a conflict. These changes will be accommodaed as much
asposible.

DO NOT COUNT ON INDIVIDUAL CLASSES STARTING AT THE SAME TIME EACH DAY IN
ANY GIVEN CIRCUIT!! Occasiondly, the show may progress more quickly than you may expect,
dueto variousconditionsout of our control, induding the number of scratches, the nunber of entrants
in classes, the speed at which thejudgeworks, weather and foating conditions etc. It is the exhibitor's
responsbility to keep track of how the show is progressing and be at the gate when theclassis called.

Scratched Classes: Class fees are not refundale for scratched classes withouta veterinary or medical
excuse. Excuses need to be provided to the show secretary or manager within 3 days of theend of the
show for any refunds Stall, office, drug or any other fees are notrefundale for any reason.

Pod/Gate Entries: Up to 3 pod or gae entries (entries after the start of the show and after initial show
forms are turned in) per day are allowed at standad class fees. More than 3 Pog or Gate entries per day
will be charged the class fee plusa pog entry fee of $5.00 per class.

Class Divisions

Open QH classes are open to any AQHA member exhibitor and are restricted to quater horses only.
Refer to AQHA rulesto determinethe harse and rider relationshipsand restrictions if any.

Amateur, Novice Amateur, and Amateur Select 50 QH classes are open to AQHA member
exhibitors with therespective AQHA membership type and are restricted to registered quater horses
only.

Youth and Novice Youth QH classes are open to AQHYA member exhibitors who are 18 years old or
younge as of Januay 1 of the current show year and are restricted to quater horses only.

Please refer to AQHA rules regarding QH ownership and the use of pemits and leased horses. New in
2008: Rules 405C contains rules for using leased horses in Novice classes only.

Walk/Trot/Jog classes are open to al breeds Riders and horses who enter awalk/trot or walk/jog
classwill notbeallowed to cross enter into any quarter horse (QH) or All Breed (AB) class requiring
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loping or cantering.

New in 2008: ASQHA has added two (2) walk/trot/jog classes for young exhibitors ages 10 and under
as of January 1 of the current show year. ASQHA will continueto offer thewalk/trot/jog classes for all

ages.

All Breed All Ages classes are open to any horse and rider combination (excluding W/T/J crossovers),
and breed registrationis notrequired.

All Breed Youth classes are open to riderswho are 18 years old or younge as of Januay 1 of the
current show year. Breed registration is notrequired. Horse and rider combinaionsexcludeW/T/J
crossoves.

Entry Forms And Procedures

Provide copies of al pgperwork for each show location DAnchorage and Fairbanks Paperwork may be
carried ove from weekend to weekend within thetwo locations A4/l exhibitors mug providethe
following:

A. Horse/Owner/Exhibitor Information Form DThisisatwo-pageform. Thesecondpageisa
release of liability form, which mug besigned. (Exhibitorsin all-breed classes only do notneed to
fill outtheharse registration and AQHA membership nunmbers on pageone) You may submt a
copy of this doaument to your second show office location.

B. Entry forms BDUse a separate form for each horse and exhibitor combinaion. Entry formswill be
onthe ASQHA website (asghacom). Make sure you use the correct entry form for your respective
show. There are two types of entry forms Dan All Novice show form and aregular, full day show
form. Thefull day show form will accommodae both the single judgel and doubke judged shows.

Entry forms mug be completed and submitted to the show secretary by the exhibitor, horse owner
or other authorzed agent. Theexhibitor is the ultimate responsble person for any errors or
problems with ther show entry. SHOW MANAGEMENT MAY NOT FILL OUT YOUR SHOW
ENTRY FORM.

If youwant to use your back number from a previousyear, please putthe number ontheentry
form; otherwise, anew back numbe will beassignel to your horse.

Entries may bemailed to the address noted on the Fee Schedule for the shows you are attending or
hand ddivered to therespective show secretary. The office fee iswaived for entries mailed
(pogmarked) or hand ddivered by theearly entry deadling, two weeks before the show. Early entry
deadlines will be noted onthe Fee Schedule onthe ASQHA webgte.

C. Copy of current year negdive EIA form with the horse's registered name onthe EIA form.
D. Copy of therespective divison ROM, if you are showing in perfformance hdter.

E. Payment. Entries mug beprepad. Provideeither cash or a check made payable to ASQHA. Open
checks are the preferred method of payment if youwant theflexibility to add classes at any time.
Find charges will becalculated for any/all open checks uponcondusgon of the show.

A receipt will be provided for cash payments. Thecanceled check isyour receipt for check
payments.
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The two forms for ASQHA Membership and Recording Fees are optiond. Mail al ASQHA
membership and recording fees to theaddress on theform. Do not send them to the show office.

A. (Optional) ASQHA Membership required for any exhibitor (QH or AB) whoisinterested in
competing for ASQHA year-end awards You may participae in ASQHA show and/or circuit
awardswithoutan ASQHA membership.

B. (Optional) ASQHA Recording Form Prequired for any exhibitor (QH or AB) whoisinterested in
competing for ASQHA year-end awards Theformis available onthe ASQHA website. A
Recording form is filed once for the show year and mug bereceived (or pogsmarked) prior to
entering classes. A onetime discountof $5.00 is available if youmail your recording form and
payment by May 31 to the mailing address on therecording form. Additiond Recording Forms may
befiled if youdecideto add divisionsafter theinitial filing.

Points will only be counted for those classes entered after theform isreceived by ASQHA.
In additionto theabove al exhibitorsin Quarter Horse classes mug provide
A. Copy of both sides of thehorse's AQHA registration papers.

B. Copyof AQHA membership cards for all exhibitors and horse owners. If you do not have proof
of membership, you will berequired to purchase amembership at the show. Thereis a$5 surcharge
for purchasing an AQHA membership at the show. If you are participating in novice classes you
must have the novice endorsement on your membership card. Contact AQHA if you have any
questions

C. Copy of permit or AQHA Lease Authorization Form to show anonowned horse. Lease mug be
onfilewith AQHA prior to exhibitingthe horse in a class. Permits will be available in the show
office.

If you, for thefirst time, are showing ahorse tha belongsto anothe member of your family, you will
need to provide proof of thefamily relationship to AQHA.

Show Fees

All class and othe show fees are listed onthe 208 Fee Schedule. Exhibitorsin the All-breed classes
pay feesfor only oneshow onthedoublke-judgel show days.

Othe show feesindudenon-member, office and ring crew fees. See discountschedule for office fee
waiver onthe Fee Schedule.

A late fee of $25will becharged for entriesreceived after 6:00pmthe night before the show. Please
note this is a changed deadline from previous years. Day of Show entries are allowed, but mug be
received by 7:00 am for hdter/showmanship classes. The Show office will beclosed from 7:00am to
8:00an each morning for administrative activities for hdter classes.

Stall Reservations and Payments

Fairbanks
For thefair showin Fairbanksin August, you will need to reserve your stalls directly throughTanana
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Valley State Fair Assodation (TVSFA). Theaddressis TVSFA, 1800College Road, Fairbanks Alaska
997094173.Thedeadlinefor stall reservationsis a week before thefair, so plan ahead; ASQHA show
staff will notbeableto hdp youwith stalls at thefair show. Stall reservationsmus be RECEIVED BY
Saturday July 26th 2008

To reserve your stalls, at least two weeks before the show send to TV SFA your name, the nunber of
stallsrequested, your horse's name(s), breed, and gende, your emergency contact number, and the
daesyou plan on arriving at and departing from the fairgrounds alongwith a check made out to
TVSFA for $20 pe stall requested, and a copy of your current EIA(S). Indicate that youwill be
paticipaingin the ASQHA show. If you think you might come to Fairbanksfor thefair show, butare
not sure yet, send your stall reservation information in anyway. If you end up notcoming to Fairbanks,
your stall depost check will bereturned or destroyed. For the cog of thepogage you can guaantee
tha astall will bewaiting for you when you arrive if you do decideat thelast minute to come. If you
donotsendinyourrequest, your depost check, and your EIA, your stall will not be unlocked at the
Fairgroundswhen you arrive. You will need to cortact the stall manager, and if thestall manager is not
on dite, there may be consderable dday before you can get your horse into astall. Remember, your
stall reservation must be RECEIVED BY the Saturday before the show, so mail it early. We cannot
guaantee theddivery times of theUS Pogal Service. Thereisno per diem chargefor stalls during the
fair show, and shavingsare provided at thefair show.

For stalls during other shows in the Fairbanks Circuit, you can make stall arrangements through
ASQHA with your entry. There will gill bea stall depost of $20required, and there is a charge of
$15day pe stall. Make a separate check payable to ASQHA for the stall depost, since it will be
returned aslongasthestall is stripped. The stall fees can bein a separate check or added to your show
fees check, both payable to ASQHA.

Anchorage
Toreserve astall for the Southcentral Experience at William Clark Chamberlin Equestrian Center

(WCCEC), complete the WCCEC Stall Reservation Form onthe ASQHA website. For payment of the
stalls and stall deposts, use the WCCEC Stall Payment Form onthe ASQHA website. Thedaly rateis
identified ontheform ($20 overnight or $15day use fee). Reservationswill betaken on afirst come,
first served basis. They can be mailed, hand-ddivered or faxed to thefax number onthereservation
form.

Send stall payment and deposts separate from entry formsto get an early reservation. Otherwise send
them alongwith your show entry forms. Checks for stall deposts are payable to ASQHA. Checksfor
the stalls or day/groundsuse fee are payable to Anchorage Horse Coundl. Stall depostswill be
returned if stalls are stripped.
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
